Will Murray, pulp
researcher, takes alook at the short-lived pulp, The Thrill Book. The articleincludes all 16 issues. Adventure House is
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doing a complete reprint of The Thrill Book in two to three volumes, the first of which is out. Rick Lai, researcher and
author, gives us an article on George Worts character, Singapore Sammy. Black Dog Books has put out a reprint of the
first five stories (from Short Stories) of the South Seas adventurer, which have never been reprinted before, and a
second book that reprints the first half of the stories from Argosy. Pulp artist Norman Saunders gets a retrospective
from his son, David. Pulp giant Hugh B. Cave had several reminiscencein past Pulp Vaults, and he contributed one
more before he passed away. Pulpster Robert Barbour Johnson was a contributor to Weird Talesin the 30s and 40s. In
the 1970s he wrote an account of this career to be published in Robert Weinbergs pulp fanzine Pulp, but was never
published. Now we get it. Western pulp author J. Edward L eithead, who wrote in the 20s and 30s, and wrote an
account of thisin 1967.
